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Beginning Ice Climbing and Avalanche Awareness: 
Learn to ice climb from the pros at Southwest Adventure Guides in Durango, CO.  This introductory level course will 
take place over President's Day weekend, and will be held in Cascade Canyon, home to a wide variety of ice and 
mixed climbing terrain, and about a 20 minute drive from Durango.  The 2 day ice course will cover current ice climb-
ing equipment and its use, belaying and rappelling (as they apply to ice climbing), climbing technique (footwork, 
body position, tool placement), anchor construction, and a host of other topics related to the sport of ice climbing.  It's 
a jam packed weekend, with less talking and more climbing! The third day of the course will be spent on Coal Bank 
Pass completing our 1 day Avalanche Awareness Course.  This is a great follow up to the previous 2 days of ice 
climbing, and a prerequisite for those who would like to sign up for our Multi-Pitch Ice Course, either this year or 
next.  The class was full last year with 12 people, so make sure to sign up early!

Course Cost: $305 per person (includes all climbing equipment--boots, crampons, tools, ropes, etc.) 
Prerequisites: Basic Rock Climbing 
 
 
Multipitch Ice Climbing Class: 

Learn the fundamentals of multipitch ice climbing in Silverton and/or Ouray, Colorado.  This course is specifically 
designed for those who have successfully completed our Beginner's Ice Climbing and Avalanche Awareness Course, 
or for those who have previous ice climbing experience.  This course will take place in either Silverton or Ouray, 
Colorado depending upon current ice and avalanche conditions.  In Silverton, we will tackle routes in Eureka Canyon, 
home to classic routes like Goldrush, Stairway to Heaven, Whorehouse Ice Hose, 2nd Gully, and Road to Nowhere.  
The course will cover topics such as, proper ice lead climbing gear (ice screws, screamers, ropes, tools, etc.), effective 
racking techniques to manage gear while on lead, belaying and rappelling strategies, ice climbing technique, time 
management, rescue considerations, descent options, as well as mental  
attitude and commitment.  Participants will need to be prepared to climb as many as 6 pitches of ice per day.  The 
course will have a 2:1 participant-to-guide ratio, ensuring the highest level of safety and personalized instruction.
