Meeting was Called to Order at 7:00 p.m. by Vice Chair England 
 
Minutes of the February 9, 2008 meeting were approved as submitted. 
 
Treasurer’s Report was approved as amended by Jodie Bostrom. 
 
Committee Reports: 
Programs. Grant Loper will function as Programs Chair. 
Mountaineering. Bruce McHenry reported on upcoming outings and classes. 
Land Advocacy. The Queen Creek Coalition is evaluating the draft legislation for the Land Exchange. It is anticipated 
that hearings will be held in both the House and Senate and that it is likely that the legislation may move forward. At 
some future point the QCC Board will need to determine its course of action. Erik Filsinger and John Keedy will keep the 
AMC Board appraised of developments and may seek quick reaction once a decision point is reached. The AMC Board 
has been given regular updates and has, or will have, full information on which to make such a decision. The AMC Web-
site’s Land Advocacy Page now includes links to key documents to allow members to review the issues and background 
and to make comparisons of what is being gained, what is being lost, and how the original legislation compares to the 
current offer from Resolution Copper. 
Erik Filsinger lead a discussion of the sensitivities and issues involved with rock climbing in Scottsdale’s McDowell So-
noran Preserve. He will continue to move the draft climbing plans forward and represent the climbing community. (Note: 
on January 29, 2009 the Board approved a Resolution, found elsewhere in this newsletter, supporting the Draft Rock 
Climbing Plan for the North Access Area of the McDowell Sonoran Preserve.) 
T&S. Chair Bill Fallon reviewed the program for the Spring classes. Lead School went well. Outdoor Rock is about to 
start. 
Outings. Weekday outings appear to be a success – Thanks, Chris Meyer! And thanks to the other Outing Leaders who 
are stepping up and helping out with AMC rock Outings. 
 
Old Business. 
Website. Robert England and Catherine Conner are redesigning the AMC website. It should be ready for roll out near the 
45th AMC Anniversary in April. 
45th Anniversary. After discussion, the Board decided to withdraw its request to hold part of its 45th Anniversary Cele-
bration at Tom’s Thumb in the McDowell Sonoran Preserve. Robert England will firm up details for the specific venues 
chosen and will coordinate with others as necessary to obtain land managers’ approvals. 
 
New Business. 
Avalanche Beacons. After a lengthy discussion of topics and possible use and risk management, the Board moved, sec-
onded and approved a motion to allow the AMC Mountaineering Committee to override its line item budget, not to ex-
ceed $300, in order to purchase two new Avalanche Beacons, with the stipulation that the AMC Avalanche Beacons 
would only be used for Training purposes until such time as the Board has reviewed and approved any additional poten-
tial uses. 
 
The meeting was Adjourned at 8:57 p.m. 
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Weavers Needle stands as a lonely monolith in the Superstition Wilderness. The view of Weavers Needle from Fremont Saddle is a 
popular one, as the Peralta trail is normally teeming with hikers on any given weekend. I’ve stood, staring at the profile of Weavers 
Needle from the same point, day dreaming about reaching it’s zenith and enjoying what I could only imagine would be incredible 
views from the summit. 
 
Last weekend, it was our goal to realize that 
dream. Team Sue (Susan and Suzanne), Karen, 
and I set out to climb to the top of Weavers 
Needle. We got an early start Saturday morn-
ing, hitting the Peralta trail around 7am . The 
hike up to Freemont saddle is an easy trail to 
follow so we made good time. The trail be-
came a bit more overgrown as we hiked down 
into Boulder Canyon . Weavers Needle was 
always looming over our right shoulder. The 
further we descended into Boulder Canyon , 
the more Weavers Needle would morph from a 
single point into two distinct peaks. The preva-
lent notch between the peaks came into view 
and we knew that would be our target to start 
the climb. The steep hike to the base of the 
Needle is more of a route than a trail, well 
marked by cairns . Still, the approach slowed 
us down and upon reaching the notch we set-
tled down for a break to review the next step. 
 
In descriptions available from those who have 
climbed Weavers Needle before us, they referenced a choke stone sitting on top of the notch that is the target for the first pitch. This 
choke stone was easily visible. Scrambling up, we discovered a bolt, which we decided would be better to proceed past if we were 
roped up. Suzanne set up a belay station and I started climbing up the first pitch. 
 
The climb is not difficult and there are numerous cracks, a bolt, and a pipe sticking from the wall that makes setting protection 
straight forward. Later, we decided the hardest move was probably the final move up and over the choke boulder to the next belay 
station (estimated 5.6). There were several bolts, some old and suspect, as well as a sling wrapped around a large boulder. I clipped 
into the newer bolts and the sling and set up a belay station. 
 
Suzanne headed up next, cleaning as she went. Karen and Susan soon followed at their usual quick pace. All of us agreed the climb 
was easy, but enjoyable. We then turned our attention to the next pitch. The next pitch (and final technical climbing pitch) is a short 
12’ easy climb that marks the start of the scramble to the top. There was a nearby rock that someone else had set up a set of slings and 
wrap rings, so I set up a belay station there and Suzanne quickly climbed up. As she explored the route to the top, Karen and Susan 
climbed up the second pitch. 
 
After we were all up, Suzanne shouted back that the scramble route was consistent, but we should bring a rope for the return. The 
scramble to the top was uneventful and straight forward. The reward was spectacular. Views of the vast Superstition Wilderness 
greeted us in every direction. After eating some well earned lunch, we signed the register (currently living in a small green ammo 
can) and prepared for our descent. 
 
Luckily, we found a chain rappel station and enjoyed the partially free hanging rappel to an easier section of scrambling. As we pre-
pared to rappel back to the top of the choke stone, we heard another group preparing to rappel from our destination. Suzanne rap-
pelled ahead to communicate with them so we weren’t stepping over each other. It turned out this group was trying to rappel off the 
East side of the notch in the needle. It was quickly apparent this group had little rock climbing experience (no pro, one sling, diaper 
type harnesses, and most of the members had never rappelled before). They had free climbed the first pitch and were asking Suz-
anne’s advice on the safety of their rappel setup. Not surprisingly, it was not safe. The person on rappel at the time would easily have 
slipped out of his diaper harness if he tipped over. In addition, they were planning on two rappels to the ground but only had a single 
sling with them. Suzanne gave them advice as best she could, while emphasizing that AMC offered rock climbing classes for just this 
activity! 
 
We set up the final rappel and quickly realized the rope was going to be about 10 feet short of our start. Karen and I gingerly down

climbed this final section, while Susan and Suzanne reset the rappel station about half way down the pitch and split the rappel into 
two. After safely returning to our gear, we steeled ourselves for the long hike back to the car. 
 
Our adventure would take nearly twelve hours to complete, but we were able to make it back to the car without pulling out the head-
lamps (barely!). On the way back to the Phoenix area, the pizza gods blessed us with a pizza joint on the way back. That pizza disap-
peared in a blink as we relived the great memories of the day.

Climbing Anchors School 
Arizona Mountaineering Club - Spring 2009 

 

The AMC Climbing Anchors School teaches participants how to set climbing anchors for top-roping. This course is the 
logical next step for AMC Basic Climbing School graduates. 
 

Class curriculum: 
Tuesday:  Learn anchor components, anchor types, knots and hitches. 
Thursday: Learn anchor system characteristics and construction. 
Saturday:  Gain experience setting anchors by practicing “hands-on” scenarios under instructor supervision. 
Sunday:  Apply newly learned skills setting real anchors on an optional climbing day. This session is a  
   climbing outing where students set the anchors under instructor supervision and then spend the  
   day climbing. 
 

Class schedule: 
Apr. 14 Tuesday  6:00 pm–9:30 pm   *N. Mountain Park (Phoenix), Yavapai Ramada 
Apr. 16 Thursday 6:00 pm–9:30 pm   N. Mountain Park, Yavapai Ramada 
Apr. 18 Saturday  8:00 am–4:00 pm   Climbing area to be announced during class 
Apr. 19 Sunday  7:00 am–5:00 pm   Climbing area to be announced during class 
 
*North Mountain Park is located at Peoria and 7th St, 5 miles north of Camelback on 7th St. Turn west into the park and 
drive around the loop to the last parking area at the end of the loop. 
 

Experience required: AMC Basic School graduate or equivalent, which must include knowledge of how to belay, rap-
pel, prusik, tie a figure-8-on-a-bight and figure-8-on-a-follow-through, and make a girth hitch. 
 

Cost: $75 plus membership if not already a member ($30 for an individual and $35 for a family). Membership is good 
through Dec., 2009.  Register by sending a check payable to AMC Anchors School to PO Box 11883, Tempe, AZ 85284. 
No credit cards accepted. The registration fee is fully refundable if you cancel. Contact Nancy Birdwell by email:

Equipment required for the class: 
2 non-locking "D" or oval carabiners (at least 2, bring more if you have them) 
3 locking carabiners (at least 3, one of which should be a parabiner) 
1 rappel/belay device (Trango Jaws, Black Diamond ATC, Trango Pyramid, Figure-8, etc.) 
1 climbing harness 
1 ea 4', 6', 10' 6mm prusiks (untied length) 
2 ea 5', 10', 20' slings (1" tubular webbing, untied length, AKA runners) 
1 or 2 personal anchor slings (commercial daisy chains or 4' sewn Spectra runners or equivalent) 
1 helmet—required for Saturday and Sunday sessions, helmets are available if you do not have one. 
(The slings and harness are the only additional equipment needed over the Basic School requirements) 
 

This class is designed to teach you how to set top-rope anchors. In order to become independent and set your own an-
chors, you should start acquiring anchor gear. These purchases will be limited by how much money you want/have to 
spend and how much interest you have in climbing independently. The following gear is not required for Anchors School, 
but if you have some, you will be able to practice setting it in class. All of the gear recommended below can be used for 
Lead School, and none of it will be wasted if you intend to set your own anchors. All gear should be marked prior to 
bringing it to class to prevent confusion between it and other people’s gear. If you don’t know how to mark gear, check 
with an instructor before doing so to avoid weakening equipment due to improper marking. 
Other gear you may want to bring:
 Any pro you may have (hexes, nuts, camming devices, Tri-cams, etc.) 
 Extra biners (regular D’s, ovals, and lockers—stay away from specialty biners at this time) 
 Extra slings (perhaps four 5', two 15' slings, untied lengths)
